ADVERTISING POLICY AT RIVERCREST PARK
Advertising space will be accepted only for Rivercrest Park.  Advertising shall be only for commercial activities, i.e. activities proposing the payment of money in exchange for a commodity, service or event.  All advertisements must conform to the following rules.

1. Advertisements should reflect the best interests of the City of Perrysburg, as determined by the Mayor.

2. Advertising shall be placed only on infrastructure to be used for organized or league sports.

3. Advertising shall be placed in a manner that avoid visual clutter and preserves the park’s aesthetic and practical appeal for all users.  Based upon a review by the City’s Director of Public Service, the City shall determine the space to be made available for advertising.  The City further reserves the right to move and otherwise to place advertising in the manner that the City determines (in its sole discretion) best preserves the park’s aesthetic and practice appeal.

4. As determined by the Mayor upon consultation with the City’s Director of Law, advertisements that are sexually-oriented, profane, obscene, libelous, or fraudulent, or which promote illegal activities, will not be accepted.

5. Advertisements for tobacco or tobacco related products, or that feature tobacco or tobacco-related products, will not be accepted.

6. Advertisements for alcohol or alcohol-related products, or that feature alcohol or alcohol-related products, will not be accepted.

7. Advertisements for political campaigns, political issues, issue advocacy, public interest, or public service campaigns will not be accepted.

8. Requests for advertising space shall be signed by the commercial entity seeking to provide the commodity, service or event, and shall be accompanied by an accurate visual representation of the proposed advertising.

9. Advertising shall be permitted only between April 1st and October 31st, and the City reserves the right to limit an individual advertiser to a total of four (4) signs per lease period.

10. All advertising signs shall be provided by Perrysburg Amateur Baseball Softball Commission (PABSC) and will be installed by PABSC in a secure fashion.  Advertising shall measure 4’high x 8’across, and shall be maintained in good repair and appearance.  The City reserves the right to remove any advertising which is not kept in good repair and appearance or to require that such signs be replaced at the PABSC cost.

Not withstanding any other terms herein and subject to the otherwise applicable rate schedule, the City may reserve advertising positions to promote City-sponsored activities and initiatives. 

All potential advertising must be reviewed prior to production, with the Mayor or his or her designee responsible for approving proposed advertisements in accordance with the criteria stated herein.
